| sat watching for him and thinking that my 'dismissal’ from service--demobililzation--had been quitel dracumy

‘ruptured duck’ pin on a bedraggled uniform, riding a dull train from Georgia with my wife and two boys the long way to
Connecticut, home with no fanfare,no parade, no cheers, no recognition! But today would be different.

Harold, who drives only with his hands and arms, a spé&giaita van fitted for his wheelchadropped me at Columbia
Airport. Once | registered at tWghite Table, | went through the “shoes, hats, empty your pockets and very personal
patdown". | then went to the Gate 4. There were other vets sitting, waiting. Guardian volunteers got us coffee and
danishes if desired. Soldieffigers inAfghan duty uniforms walked among us, thanking us for our service, learning some
of our stories, and cheering our departure.

Our arrival inWashington was to a whooped up cheering group who took our hands to thank us for our service; civilians
and military folk, cheering us to our four big buses. Eight soldiers stood at attention on the grassy bank as our buses pul
out.

First stop was the&VWIl Memorial. Very impressive. | took several pictures and our group was gathered before the S.C.
section of the monument. My guardian took my picture in front of Connecticut. From there to Korean memorial, Lincoln
Memorial, and/ietnam MemoryVall.

Every monument gave many of us emotional reactions as we recalled those days, and rememberédtérans/evere
becoming fewer day by day

We visited the Iwo Jima, raising of the flag on Mt. Surabachi, remembered the Marm@swe went back over to
Virginia to a nevAir Force mounumenihis reminded me of that F-16 show in S.C.

The most moving experience ended our, ddrlington National Cemeteryvith the "changing of the guard” ceremony at
theTomb of the Unknown SoldiePrecision, exact movements, paced 21 steps, pause 21 seconds at each end, snhap
handling of the rifle, dedicated soldiers who took great pride in their responsibility to this memory-filled station and action
that honored so many millions of our country's heroic dead.
