May is a great month to share your faith and all that the Lord is doing
in your life and in our church.

Pray for Pastor Bill who is going to Haiti,

Pastor Bill will be going to Les Cayes, Haiti (the third largest city in Haiti, on the south west peninsula of that island)
May 16 - 24.  His primary mission will be to teach a group of Pastors who are a part of the Bethesda Evangelical
Mission (www.bemhaiti.org).

B.E.M. is an interdenominational and non-profit organization whose focus is to preach the gospel, train ministers, feed
the hungry, clothe the naked, educate the children, provide medical care, and give shelter to those who are without,
while giving an opportunity to the People around the world to be a blessing towards those who are less fortunate.
The focus of Pastor Bill’s teaching is to present an
Introduction to the Old Testament that will give Haitian
pastors and church leaders a “big picture” of the
Scriptures.  It will help them to understand the structure of
the Bible, tie together the people, the eras, events and
central message of the Old Testament in a way they have
not experienced before.

In addition to teaching, Pastor Bill will be teaching pastors
and lay people how to build and use solar cookers.  The
solar cookers will reduce Haitian dependency on charcoal,
the primary fuel for cooking.  Charcoal is made from trees
that come from the surrounding mountains.  Indiscriminate
cutting of trees has had a devastating effect on the soil.

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Pulpit Committee Approved

At the Quarterly Business Meeting of the congregation that was held following morning worship on April 17th moderator, Curt
Brockway , presented his nominees for the Pulpit Committee as required under the church by-laws. Following a second to the motion,
the following people were unanimously elected to make up the committee

The committee is charged with the responsibility to fin our new settled pastor.

Moderator Brockway explained the process will be a long one, likely taking 1 1/2 to 2 years. It is very detailed and should not be hurried
to allow time for the congregation to heal and prepare to move on in its Christian ministry. The next steps will be for the committee to
start by working with ABCCONN Executive Minister, Rev. Dr. Judy Allbee to do an assessment of the congregation and create church
profile.
Chairperson Strouse will be reaching out to Dr. Allbee to start the process. Then the real work begins.
As the committee does its work, Chairperson Strouse and Moderator Brockway are pledging to keep the congregation informed and will
be reporting periodically on their progress.

The new furnace has helped to reduce the
heating costs drastically. With the old
furnace the tank had to be filled about
once a week, now it is being filled about
once a month.

The other furnace that heats the sanctuary
will need work on it very soon also. This
will be an expensive job but is not
something that can be put off for much
longer.  The roof is also in need of repair.

The property committee will be working
to clean up the grounds of the church in
throughout the month of May and into the
spring.

Some Thoughts for Mother’s Day
Proverbs 31: 25 “She (a wife of noble character) is clothed with strength and dignity; she can
laugh at the days to come.  26 She speaks with wisdom, and faithful instruction is on her
tongue…. 30 Charm is deceptive, and beauty is fleeting; but a woman who fears the LORD is
to be praised.”

My mother and my wife always had something in common.  They hated it
when we made too much of Mother’s Day. Mom considered herself to be a
pretty normal person (as does my wife) and she wondered about the 24 hour
pedestal she was put upon.

Here are a few sentiments that I have in my “Mother’s Day” files that my
mother never quite thought applied to her.  “A  mother is God’s deputy on
earth.”  Hmmm!  I wonder what that means?  How great is it that Moms get
the rap of being on God’s police force?

Here’s another:  “An ounce of mother is worth a pound of clergy.”  - A
Spanish proverb according to my source.  This may not be too flattering.
Some people see clergy as the folks who make you feel guilty for the stuff you
should have done but didn’t and for the things you didn’t do but should have.
Mothers can be like that, but why mention it on Mother’s Day?
Here’s a sweet little poem I have in my files about Motherhood:
   Thank you, God,
   For pretending not to notice that one of
   Your angels is missing and for guiding her to me.
   You must have known how much I would need her, so
   You turned your head for a minute and allowed her to slip away to me.
   Sometimes I wonder what special name you had for her.
   I call her “Mother.”  By Bernice Maddux

I’m not sure who Bernice is, but her perception of God seems to be that of an
old man who enjoys the game of pretending to be unable to keep track of
things – namely her mother.  My Mom was more practical.  Her God was a
no-nonsense sort of “Ultimate Father” who didn’t miss a trick and with whom
one shouldn’t mess.

In an old “Peanuts” cartoon Lucy is seen looking into a hand-held mirror.
Charlie Brown scolds, “And besides!  Never forget that beauty is only skin
deep”.  Lucy protests:  “I deny that!  My beauty is not only on the surface.  It
goes down deep … layer after layer after layer!”  She returns to her mirror:
“Yes, sir!” and finally “I have very THICK beauty!”

Cartoonist Shultz has given us a glimpse of the denial of our own sinfulness
through his delightful character, Lucy.  We pour cosmetics onto our bodies
and think we are transforming our souls.

The book of Proverbs describes real
beauty: Charm is deceptive, and beauty
is fleeting; but a woman who fears the
LORD is to be praised (31:30).  It’s not
in our charm or in our outward appear-
ances.
